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The relevance of this research topic stems from the theoretical imperative
prompted by the global environmental crisis.

Philosophical reflections on the relationship between
humans and nature, found in various cultural traditions, provide humanity with
valuable wisdom in its search for harmonious coexistence with nature. A
comparative analysis of China's and Kyrgyzstan's philosophical views on nature
contributes to the expansion of diverse environmental and ethical perspectives and
can serve as a theoretical guide for global environmental governance and
sustainable development. As B. Commoner noted, technology represents "an
economic victory, but also an ecological defeat."

Also promoting dialogue among civilizations between the Belt and Road
countries. China and Kyrgyzstan are important countries along the Belt and Road
Initiative and have a deep history of cultural interaction. A comprehensive study
and comparison of philosophical ideas about nature in the two countries
contributes to strengthening inter-civilizational dialogue, promoting mutual
understanding, and creating a solid humanitarian foundation for regional
cooperation and common development.

Promoting the construction of an ecological-civilizational model and social
practice. China actively promotes the construction of an ecological civilization,
while Kyrgyzstan also attaches great importance to sustainable development goals.
Translating the ecological wisdom contained in the philosophical teachings of the
two countries into tangible political measures and social actions contributes to
raising public environmental awareness, implementing the ideas of "green
development,” and shaping a social model of harmonious coexistence between
humans and nature.

Enriching research on world philosophy and cultural diversity. This research
project contributes to expanding the horizons of global philosophical thought,
enriches the global theoretical framework for understanding nature, and highlights
the unique value of non-Western philosophies in the contemporary world. A
comparative study of philosophical ideas in China and Kyrgyzstan can offer the
global academic community new research examples and theoretical innovations.

The connection of the dissertation topic with national interests, major
scientific programs (projects) and major research projects.The topic of this
dissertation is directly related to Kyrgyzstan's national interests in sustainable
development, the preservation of biological and cultural diversity, and the
development of an ecological culture in society. The study of the ethnoecological
traditions of the Kyrgyz people aligns with the priorities of national strategies in



the areas of ecology, education, and cultural heritage, including programs for the
conservation of biodiversity and the development of ecotourism. This research
resonates with major international and national research projects in the fields of
ethnology, ecology, and sustainable development, as well as with the work of
leading domestic and international experts—Yu.V. Bromley, N.N. Moiseyev, and
M.Zh. Zhumagulov—who have studied the relationship between culture and
environmental awareness. The results obtained can be used in the development of
educational programs, state environmental strategies, and projects for the
preservation of cultural and natural heritage.

The purpose of this work is to conduct a comparative philosophical analysis
of the Chinese concept of “the unity of Heaven and man” and the Kyrgyz
understanding of nature.

— Summarize and disseminate research findings on philosophical views on nature
in China and Kyrgyzstan and provide diverse and inclusive theoretical support for
regional and global environmental governance. — to promote mutual understanding
and learning between different cultural traditions, the formation of a more open,
cooperative, and sustainable global system of ecological civilization, and will also
contribute Eastern wisdom and Central Asian experience to addressing humanity's
common environmental challenges.

The object of the study is philosophical ideas about the relationship between
man and nature in the Chinese and Kyrgyz traditions.

The subject of the study is their ontological foundations, ethical structures, and
historical dynamics.

The research’s scientific novelty lies in the following:



1. A systematic analysis of the comparative concept of the Chinese and Kyrgyz
worldviews is provided. Existing studies of the philosophy of "tian ren he yi" have
primarily focused on comparing various currents within Chinese philosophy or on
dialogue with Western notions of nature. Systematic comparative studies of views
on nature in China and among the peoples of Central Asia, particularly the Kyrgyz,
remain extremely rare. This study, for the first time, compares the Chinese concept
of "tian ren he yi" and the Kyrgyz view of nature, opening a new direction in the
interregional and intercultural comparison of philosophical ideas and filling a
corresponding academic gap.

2. A model for complementary comparison of the theoretical and practical
forms of ecological worldview is proposed, innovatively applying intercultural and
interdisciplinary methods. This work seamlessly integrates theories and methods of
philosophy, ecology, anthropology, ethnology, and other disciplines, overcoming
the limitations of a single discipline and traditional comparative philosophy.
Through the use of their diverse methods, the logic of formation, historical
evolution, and contemporary significance of two philosophical traditions are
systematically revealed, demonstrating the innovative spirit of interdisciplinary
integration.

3. The specificity between the theoretically institutionalized model (China)
and the practical-normative form (Kyrgyzstan) is revealed. The philosophical
content of the Kyrgyz view of nature, long marginalized in global philosophical
research, is profoundly explored. Existing works are limited to cultural
descriptions or ethnographic observations and have rarely been systematically
interpreted philosophically. This dissertation explores in depth the philosophical
foundations, key ideas, and ecological wisdom of the Kyrgyz view of nature,
thereby enhancing its theoretical status and international academic influence.

4. Updating philosophical ideas in contemporary contexts. This study is not
limited to theoretical comparison, but is closely related to global issues such as
environmental crisis and sustainable development.

The following key findings, possessing scientific novelty and obtained
personally by the author, are presented for defense:

1. For the first time, a systematic comparison of the philosophical ideas of the
Chinese concept of "tian-ren he-yi" and the Kyrgyz view of nature has been
conducted. This work innovatively offers a systematic and in-depth comparison of
the philosophy of "tian-ren he-yi" and the Kyrgyz view of nature, forming a new
paradigmatic approach to the dialogue of philosophical ideas in Central and East
Asia. This multidimensional comparison reveals similarities and differences in
cosmology, the relationship between humans and nature, and environmental ethics,
providing a unique example for intercultural philosophical research.

Traditional descriptions of the Kyrgyz view
of nature, limited by folklore and cultural studies, are overcome. For the first time,
the philosophical foundations, key ideas, and their internal connections to
ecological wisdom have been systematically summarized and highlighted. As a
result, a theoretical framework for the Kyrgyz view of nature has been formed,
enhancing its authority and significance in international philosophical discourse.

3. Developing an innovative approach to intercultural philosophical
comparison. Methodologically, the study creatively combines literary analysis,
historical research, and interdisciplinary synthesis, constructing a replicable and
scalable research paradigm for comparing philosophical ideas in various cultural
contexts, thereby imparting valuable methodological experience for further
comparative research in related fields.

4. Complementarity between the "tian ren he yi" environmental ethics and the
Kyrgyz view of nature has been revealed. A comparative analysis of the
environmental ethical concepts of the two traditions revealed that the Chinese
philosophy of "tian ren he yi" emphasizes the harmonious unity of humans and
nature, while the Kyrgyz perspective emphasizes respect for nature and the ability
to live in harmony with it. These approaches complement each other in their value
orientations and practical strategies, enriching the theoretical basis for building a
pluralistic and complementary environmental ethics.

5. The practical application of philosophical ideas in modern environmental
management has been expanded. Based on the global environmental crisis and the
challenges of sustainable development, it is proposed to use the philosophical
wisdom of Chinese and Kyrgyz concepts of nature to shape a modern
environmental civilization, improve environmental policies, and develop social
strategies. This opens new avenues for integrating traditional philosophy into
environmental management practices and the unique ideas of the East and Central
Asia to address global environmental challenges.

The research results have significant practical, theoretical, and economic
implications.

1.The practical significance of the research lies in its contribution to the
construction of an ecological civilization and sustainable development. It reveals
the ecological wisdom contained in the Chinese concept of "tian ren he yi" and the
Kyrgyz view of nature, their value in overcoming modern environmental crises,
promoting green development, and achieving harmonious coexistence between
humans and nature. The results provide a philosophical and cultural basis for
developing environmental protection policies and improving the effectiveness of
environmental governance in China and Central Asian countries.

2. The theoretical significance lies in the enrichment and development of the
theoretical system of comparative philosophy, overcoming the limitations of
traditional comparisons of Western and Chinese philosophy, incorporating the
philosophy of the peoples of Central Asia into the analysis, expanding the subject
matter and content of comparative philosophy, promoting theoretical innovation
and improving the discipline. Deepening theoretical research into the “tian ren he
yi" and the Kyrgyz view of nature through systematization and in-depth analysis,
this dissertation clarifies the philosophical content and historical evolution of the
"tian ren he yi" and the Kyrgyz view of nature, revealing their theoretical logic,
value system, and practical significance, enriching research in this area.

An innovation in the paradigm of cross-cultural philosophical research is
interdisciplinary integration. An innovative path and toolkit for cross-cultural
comparative philosophical analysis have been created, providing a theoretical
model and methodological basis for future dialogue and exchange of philosophical
ideas across cultures and peoples.

Contributing to the development of environmental philosophy and ethics, this
study combines traditional philosophical ideas with contemporary environmental
Issues, expands the scope of research in environmental philosophy and ethics, and
advances the concept of multipolar coexistence and harmony, injecting new life
into the development of relevant disciplines.



Structure and scope of the work: the work consists of an introduction, three
chapters, nine paragraphs, a conclusion, practical recommendations, and a list of
references.

The first chapter examines the philosophical foundations of the Chinese
concept of "the unity of man and nature" and the Kyrgyz natural worldview,
systematizing them and conducting a comparative analysis. The study
demonstrates that both philosophical systems are based on a holistic cosmology
and an organic ontological approach, emphasizing the close connection between
humans and nature and promoting the harmonious coexistence of humans and the
environment.

In the second chapter, the study analyzes the research subjects of the Chinese
concept of "tian-ren he-yi" and the Kyrgyz natural worldview.
