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"Transformation of Kyrgyz public consciousness in the era of
postmodernism**

1. The relevance of the research topic is caused by the need to comprehend
through the prism of philosophical reflection of the transformation in the public
consciousness of the Kyrgyz in the era of postmodernism, what changes are taking
place in the spiritual life of the Post-Nomads. The process of globalization, which
has engulfed all spheres of society, is pushing Kyrgyz people to search for their
true existence. And this process is natural and irreversible. Defining one's cultural
and ethnic identity was necessary to understand modernity and identify
development trends. In this regard, there are 3 stages in the formation of the
Kyrgyz culture system.: 1. Traditional, i.e. the development of a nomadic culture
that defined the identity, mentality and culture of the people; reflecting the
formation of a nomadic civilization; 2. Modern, i.e. the period of Soviet culture
and ideology; 3. Postmodernism, i.e. the acquisition of sovereignty and the onset of
globalization.

Modern Kyrgyzstan is faced with the need to simultaneously solve three
seemingly incompatible tasks. First, it is the restoration of national identity — a
return to the roots, the revival of language and culture after seventy years of
Russification policy. Secondly, it is the construction of a modern state — the
creation of sovereign institutions that are able to manage society in conditions of
increasing complexity. Thirdly, it is integration into the global capitalist market —
adaptation to the logic of the postmodern world, where traditional values are
transformed into commodities, and culture becomes the raw material for the
entertainment industry.

These three processes do not unfold sequentially, as in the history of
classical modernization in the West (tradition — modern — postmodern), but
simultaneously, superimposed on each other, generating enormous tensions in
people’'s minds. A person is simultaneously called upon to be a guardian of
tradition (the role that society expects from him as a member of a clan and nation),

a modernist (a citizen of a sovereign state with rights and duties) and a global
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consumer (a subject of the world market for whom all cultural differences are
reduced to variants of a single product). These identities do not harmonize, they
conflict, often requiring mutually exclusive actions from the same person.

We can see the result of this conflict with the naked eye: generations of
Kyrgyz people live in a state of deep disorientation. Young people are in the
information flow, unable to distinguish fact from fake, truth from propaganda. The
older generation yearns for the stability of the lost Soviet past. The elite is engaged
in clan warfare, using modern technologies of power to reproduce archaic
hierarchies.

Until now, Russian, Central Asian, and Western scholarship have described
this state in terms of "transit" — a temporary, transitional period after which society
should enter a "normal" state of liberal democracy (Western scenario) or
authoritarian stability (Eastern scenario). However, this description is a
fundamental mistake. It proceeds from the incorrect assumption that there is a
single, normative path of development from which Kyrgyzstan simply "lags
behind" or "deviates." We claim that this belief is a manifestation of Eurocentrism,
a hidden assumption about the superiority of the Western way.

In fact, what we see in Kyrgyzstan is not an anomaly, not a temporary
condition that will soon pass, but a new form of social reality that requires a new
understanding. Kyrgyz society is not on the way from point A to point B. It creates
itself by being in three times at the same time, relying on three incompatible value
systems. This state, which we call hybridity, has its own logic, its own stability, its
own patterns.

The degree of development of the research topic. The results were obtained

2. The purpose and objectives of the study. The aim is to develop a
philosophical concept of the transformation of Kyrgyz public consciousness in the
era of postmodernism.

3. Tasks:

1. To summarize the experience of theoretical understanding of the
phenomenon of Kyrgyz social consciousness in humanitarian knowledge;

2. To give a systematic analysis of the structure, forms and foundations of
the social consciousness of the nomads;

3. To reveal the essence of the axiological crisis of Kyrgyz public
consciousness in the modern era;

4. To identify the key processes of formation of public consciousness of
Kyrgyz in the era of postmodernism;

5. To form an idea of the factors influencing the transformation of Kyrgyz
public consciousness.

4. The object of the study is the social consciousness of the Kyrgyz in the
era of postmodernism.

5. The subject of the research is the transformation of the structures of public
consciousness in the conditions of post-Soviet independence. More specifically, we
analyze several interrelated processes.:

1. Transformation of temporal structures - how society perceives and
organizes time, what kind of horizon of memory and future it has. We show how
three types of time perception simultaneously coexist in one society: cyclical

(nomadic), linear (Soviet) and fragmented (postmodern).
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2. The transformation of systems of norms and values - how ideas about
good and evil, justice and injustice, duty and freedom change. We analyze the
conflict between traditional, Soviet and postmodern value systems.

3. The formation of hybrid consciousness - how individuals and society as a
whole learn to operate codes from different eras simultaneously, creating complex
symbioses and adaptive strategies.

4. Manifestations of the axiological crisis - how the conflict of value systems
manifests itself in the dysfunctions of law, education, politics, family and other
social spheres.

6. Approbation of the research results:

The main provisions and conclusions of the dissertation were discussed at a
meeting of the Department of Philosophy, Theory and History of Culture of the J.
Balasagyn National University. The author also spoke, presenting interim results at
national and international conferences and published 6 articles, 3 of which were
included in the global scientometric database Scopus and Web of Science.

7. The scientific novelty of the research is determined by several factors:

-a new analytical approach. For the first time, an integrated temporal-
axiological approach is applied to the analysis of Kyrgyz society, linking the
categories of time and values into a single explanatory model.

-introduction of a new concept. The concept of hybrid social consciousness
allows us to go beyond the linear theories of modernization and describe complex,
nonlinear processes in post-Soviet society.

- rethinking the category of crisis. Instead of understanding the axiological
crisis as a temporary disease to be treated, we consider it as a structural condition
requiring management and adaptation.

- overcoming Eurocentrism. The study critically overestimates the
universality of Western theories and demonstrates the need to develop theories
adequate to postcolonial conditions.

- practical orientation. Unlike purely academic research, this work offers

specific recommendations for government and public policy.

8. The main provisions submitted for defense:

* The transformation of public consciousness is based on the reproduction of
one form or another. There are three types of temporal perception: cyclical
(nomadic), linear (Soviet), and fragmented (postmodern). The development of the
state is impossible without solving three incompatible paradigms: cyclical
(nomadic), linear (Soviet) and fragmented (postmodern).

Imitation consciousness generates an imitative existence and the need for an
idol. The need to reproduce a social consciousness turned inward rather than
outward. It is precisely because of the outward orientation of public consciousness
that servility and eternal imitation of big brother follow.

* Human value orientations are based on the dominant form of organization
of social consciousness. The principle of environmental friendliness should be the
basis of Kyrgyz public consciousness in the era of postmodernism: Man is a part of
nature, holism inherent in traditional culture should be the basis of modern
worldview. A lean-bodied person who lives in unity with nature can easily
reproduce harmony with his environment in “cyclic time."

* The paradigm shift in the public consciousness is based on the principles of
environmental friendliness and morality of Al dagybiroonunBalasi* (he is also
someone's son). The principle of environmental friendliness and morality is based
on tolerance for others, not harming oneself, others and nature. To preserve
harmony based on Kyrgyz culture.

9. The theoretical significance of the research lies in the expansion of the
categorical apparatus of social philosophy, postcolonial studies and modernization
theory. The concepts and methodological approach developed in the work can be
used to analyze other post-Soviet societies.

10. The practical significance of the research follows from the urgent need
of Kyrgyz society for self-knowledge. The results can be used in the development
of a state strategy for national development, the reform of the educational system,

the creation of programs for civic education and mediation of social conflicts.
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11. Conclusions:

In the context of the radical changes that Kyrgyzstan has been experiencing
since independence in 1991, the question of the nature of public consciousness has
ceased to be a subject of detached academic interest. It has acquired an acute,
existential urgency. The collapse of the Soviet Union was not just a geopolitical
catastrophe, but also a metaphysical rupture, the collapse of the usual picture of the
world. For Kyrgyz society, this meant the need to simultaneously solve three
enormous tasks: restoring national identity, building a sovereign state
(modernization) and integrating into the global market (postmodernization).

The main conclusion that we have come to, and which runs through the
entire work, is as follows: the public consciousness of modern Kyrgyzstan is a
unique hybrid configuration. It is neither archaic-traditional, nor Soviet-modernist,
nor Western-liberal. This is a complex palimpsest in which three historically
distinct, ontologically heterogeneous layers of reality simultaneously coexist,
intertwine, conflict and interpenetrate. We have proved that this hybridity is not a
temporary, transitional anomaly that needs to be “endured” while waiting for the
transit to complete. This is a new ontological normality, a chronic structural
characteristic of post-Soviet existence, requiring a fundamentally new
philosophical language and new strategies of social management.

The purpose of the dissertation research is to carry out a systematic socio—
philosophical analysis of the transformation of public consciousness, to identify
hidden temporal structures and normative systems that determine this dynamics,
and to propose scientifically sound ways of social consolidation. It can be
considered fully achieved.
